Class Placement — The following fulfill the directives of the Archdiocese of Newark. Parish Religious
Education is preparation for a life of faith. The children are expected to attend the RE continuously
from grade 1 through 8. In order to be permitted to celebrate First Eucharist, the children must have
completed the first two years of the RE and celebrated the Sacrament of Reconciliation. Any child
older than the 3rd grade level that enters the program without previous formal Religious Education
will be directed to participate in the RCIA (Rite of Christian Initiation) process to prepare him/her to
celebrate First Reconciliation and First Eucharist. The child will then be placed in his/her appropriate
grade level. Any child who leaves the RE after celebrating First Eucharist will (upon re-entering the
program) be required to enter the RCIA process. The placement of the child will be determined by
the Catechetical Leader(s) after consultation with his/her parent.
